Well I never! Do you think it was those naughty elves Carlos, Carly and Crackers who turned off all the power? As we have unfortunately had to keep school closed for today, we have been asked by Mrs Howe and Mrs James to give you some learning to do at home. 

Writing

Next week, we will be writing some thank you letters to apply all of our learning this half term. As a practice for this, we would like you to write a thank you letter to your grown ups for coming to see you in our Christmas play. This could be to your Mummy, Daddy, Granny and Grandpa or even a grown-up friend. 
Your letter should be written in the past tense because it is about something which has already happened. This means that our verbs (action words) need to be in the past tense. Can you remember the different rules we looked at? Sometimes we just add -ed (like climbed), sometimes we have to double a letter before we add -ed (like hopped), and some verbs change completely (like eat becomes ate).
You should also try and include some of the conjunctions we have learned this half term. 
Co-ordinating conjunctions are used to join 2 clauses (separate sentences) together – these include and, but, or and so. 
For example: I was very nervous but I liked seeing you in the audience. 
Sub-ordinating conjunctions are used to join a main clause and some additional information which would not make sense on it’s own – we have used because, when, that, and if. Remember, the subordinate clause can usually come at the beginning or the end of the sentence, 
For example: When it was time for the performance to begin, I could feel butterflies in my tummy.
I could feel butterflies in my tummy when it was time for the performance to begin. 

In your letter, make sure you add lots of detail about our wonderful show!
